From the Pastor… 
 

Prayer.  It is our communication link to Life.  No one can be an effective follower of Jesus Christ 

without it.  Apart from a life devoted to prayer is a life of self-will, worldly wisdom, emptiness, 

confusion and ultimately deception “according to the spirit of the prince of the power of the air” 

(Ephesians 2:2).  A life devoted to prayer will see God move in many ways in circumstances of 

life, but more importantly, a life devoted to prayer will grow in knowing God more intimately, 

bearing fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22, 23)for His name’s sake and hopefully experience the 

gifts of the Spirit as well (1 Corinthians 12:4-11; Romans 12:6-8).  Prayer is also key to true re-

newal within the Body of Christ. 

 Last Sunday we saw the beginnings of what I like to believe, is the moving of the Holy Spirit upon 

His people to pray.  In the past during worship service, it has been taken for granted the pastor does 

the praying; lifting up the prayer concerns listed in the bulletin and other requests not mentioned 

therein.  This past Sunday I sensed the Lord wanted to move out of that model to one of corporate 

prayer, not much different than what we experienced in that particular service.  In preparation for 

the worship service, I sensed the Spirit wanted to move in a different way and change things a little.  

I felt a sense of joy as I typed the order of worship for our service; not because there was a slight 

change in the order, but because God wanted to do something refreshing.  We must be willing to be 

flexible in order to allow God to have His way.  Joy Dawson, missionary and author of books on 

prayer, comments on Isaiah 64:3 that “‘awesome things for which we did not look’ is a perfect de-

scription of genuine revival, because the unpredictable and unusual are the characteristics of great 

spiritual awakenings.” 

 My message was on prayer according to the model given to us by our Savior in Sunday’s lection-

ary, Luke 11:1-13.  In our worship service we usually offer up prayers of the church before the 

message but this time the prayers went up after the message.  Learning about God’s kingdom and 

His ways is like learning to swim through reading training manuals and then doing it!  We can 

learn all we want about the Bible, God and His ways, but we will never really know Him and His 

ways until we apply and act upon those things by faith.  Learning about someone and truly know-

ing someone are two very different things.  I’m afraid the majority of Christians know about the 

Savior, but few grow in knowing Him and His ways. 

  I wanted our congregation to hear how to pray and then do it!  As I gave the invitation to enter 

into intercessory prayer for those on our prayer concerns list, I invited anyone who desired to come 

forward to the altar to pray or remain seated to offer prayers.  The response was tremendous.  I was 

blessed to see a handful of folks leave their seats and come forward to offer prayers on behalf of 

others. In turn I felt lead to pray over those who were praying!  The sanctuary was electric with the 

presence of the Holy Spirit as He moved upon His people to pray. 

 I have a great desire to see this move continue, therefore during the service I will offer the time for 

anyone to come forward to pray or to be prayed for.  We’ve stepped into the threshold of something 

wonderful, let’s not stop moving forward in prayer.  God has great and wonderful things in store 

for us if we remain faithful.
