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From Pastor Jeff...

“Whatever city you enter, and they receive you, eat such things as are set before
you. And heal the sick there, and say to them, ‘The kingdom of God has come
near to you’” (Luke 10:8, 9).

Those attending unanimously voted to develop and send a letter stating Macedonia’s posi-
tion on these two resolutions as well as affirming Resolution #12 developed by Christ the King Moravian
Church. There was great concern many other Southern Provincial members may not be fully aware of the
resolutions presented to synod; resolutions that would drastically change our relationship with these two
bodies. Also it was noted that circulating a letter to Provincial congregations would encourage those who
are in opposition to these resolutions. We have included the letter that has been sent to Southern Province
congregations for your information within this newsletter. If you would like to view the resolutions to be
presented at Synod you may download them from the Moravian Church Southern Province website,
www.mcsp.org or call the office to obtain a copy. We ask that you keep your delegates, Sharon Boger and
Shelia Beaman in your prayers before and during the up and coming Synod as well as your pastor. Please

pray for God’s will to be revealed and completed at this Synod; for encouragement, confidence, love, hope
and faith for us all.

NEWS FROM SUNNYSIDE MINISTRY

Within These Walls — To Better Serve

This has been an exciting summer for Sunnyside Ministry — the ecstasy of visions realized / the agony of
constant disruption. Any of you who have lived through remodeling your home or place of business will
have empathy for the staff, Tommy Cole, Susan Roediger, and Jonathan Barnes, as they have courageously
worked around the renovations. Having days without your computer is tough. And the volunteers and cli-
ents have had a share of adjustment too as changes occurred each week. Service has continued Monday thru
Thursday. Sunnyside has almost 200 volunteers. Volunteers are members of 53 different churches of
which 26 are Moravian and 27 non-Moravian. Additional volunteers are needed. Call Jonathan at 724-7558
ex 104 or apply at www.SunnysideMinistry.org.

The renovation of the interior of Sunnyside is being made possible by the capital campaign, Within These
Walls — To Better Serve. 1t has been fun to watch the progress being made Fridays and Saturdays by the
team from Moravian Volunteer Resources, led by contractor Karl Stimpson, volunteer coordinator Henry
Ebert, and of course Director Tommy. The ministry has been blessed by the skill and hard work of all the
volunteers involved, as well as the licensed professionals handling the plumbing, electrical, and communi-
cation services.

This project is being paid for by gifts and pledges from friends and supporters of Sunnyside. As of August
13, 135 gifts and pledges have been received totaling $145,631. This is 58% of the $250,000 goal. Gifts
have ranged from $6 to $25,000. Some have been one-time gifts, others have been pledges made for a three
year period. The Morning Star service of the Moravian Ministry Foundation in America is guiding this
capital campaign.

By the conclusion of the renovation the following will be complete: the reception room enlarged, with a
dedicated area with books and toys for children; the number of interview rooms increased by 50%; the of-
fice of the Lead Interviewer enlarged to provide room for an assistant to expedite client services; suitable
space provided for the Salvation Army case-worker and for the Department of Social Services Food Stamp
representative who visit several times each month; the Food Pantry enlarged; the Clothing Closet remod-
eled and expanded; and with a successful campaign, needed enlargement made to the parking lot.

A special “thank you” to all who are making possible these improvements to better serve each person who
comes to Sunnyside for help. To those who receive the Moravian magazine, look for an article this fall by
Bill Gramley to learn how it all turns out.
